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Sales Script

Here's some tips on how to get contributions:
1. Smile, use their name in greeting, and introduce yourself
2. Use the power of "because" (give a reason why)
3. Ask for their “help” (ask for a donation)
4. Make eye contact and suggest an amount
Example sales script:  (Keep it short & sweet.)

Hi, Mrs. Johnson!  (Smile and make eye contact.)

I'm Jimmy Roberts from down the street.  (Hand over fundraiser flyer.)
(You can also have your parent/guardian introduce you!)  (
Our school is having our annual phantom fundraiser because we are raising money for teacher grants, classroom incentives and educational items, field trips, family fun nights, along with many more things our PTA does for our school.
Can you help us out with a contribution?  Even $5 or $10 can make a difference.  Sacajawea Elementary PTA is a registered non-profit, so 100% of your donation is tax deductible and goes directly to our school!  I can even give you a receipt.
(Pause and wait for their response.)  If they seem hesitant, offer them the option of going to www.sacpta.yolasite.com and making a donation through Paypal from the Phantom Fundraiser Tab.  Be sure they reference your name/teacher for you to get credit!  Ask if you can come back and get a copy of the Paypal receipt for your log.
The important points are to smile, use the flyer, use the word because, ask for their help, and suggest a contribution amount, then wait for a response.

Each prospect has a potential dollar value to your school. Don't waste time and prospects by not being prepared. Make sure you know what to say and how to say it.

Most importantly:

Don’t forget to say “Thank You” and have parent/guardian with you!
